As 2017, our 25th anniversary,
draws to a close, I look back

at a year filled with many new
community outreach activities
as well as tremendous
accomplishments by the Great
Barrington Land Conservancy
(GBLC). I’d like to touch on
some of the highpoints of this
year.

Very talented and dedicated
board members put in a
great deal of time submitting
grant proposals to improve
existing trails and to envision
the creation of new trails. We
owe Rachel Fletcher, Christine
Ward, Janice Kabel and Dale
Abrams tremendous thanks
for the many hours of time
they have devoted to these
efforts.

As they updated our Board
members at Committee and

funding from a variety of
sources. Christine, Rachel,
Janice, and Dale then began
the next steps in these
projects.

As an example of what
happens once a proposal
gets funded, I’d like to
briefly highlight the process
with Pfeiffer Arboretum,
where trail structures

were dangerously eroded.
Christine’s grant, written to
rebuild the bog trails and
bridge at Pfeiffer, included
a match of volunteer

work hours. A great deal

of planning preceded the
actual work phase. The
initial phase, in April, was
to harvest black locust
timber from the Lake
Mansfield Conservation
Forest. In July, the work

Moving Forward on the

Riverfront Trail

Construction on parts of the new Riverfront Trail could
begin as early as next summer.

The Committee Preservation Committee has approved
$115,000 to the Great Barrington Land Conservancy
for construction of the first phase of the new trail. Final
approval will be by the town’s voters at the annual town
meeting in May, 2018.

Once completed, the Riverfront
Trail will run 1.25 miles from
Bridge Street to Brookside
Road, and will provide easy
access to sections of the
Housatonic River that have
been closed off for many

years. It will serve the senior
community with an accessible
trail, giving walkers a long, level
route for outdoor recreation.
The trail will be open year-
round for walking and
snowshoeing.

Community Preservation

Act funds for the design and
surveying of the new trail,

were released by the Town last
July 1. GBLC’s Conservation
and Stewardship Committee
quickly brought Foresight Land
Services and trail designer
Peter Jensen onto the scene to

features. A plan was finished
within weeks.

The trail will be constructed in phases. Phase 1 will
include two sections along the river and a spur link to
State Road. This first section will begin alongside the
Housatonic River near the Railroad Street Youth Project,
then follow the river’s edge behind the Dewey Academy.
It will traverse the fields behind Dewey and then cross a
new footbridge to Olympian Meadows, and follow the
perimeter of this town park. Hikers may then follow the
Olympian Meadows access road up to State Road and
follow public sidewalks to a re-entry trail just past the
Historical Society. The trail will bring hikers back to the
river and a crushed stone section to Brookside Road. The

middle section, through the Fairgrounds, is planned for
Phase 2.

Wherever feasible, a crushed stone surface trail will
provide access for all, including those using strollers,
wheelchairs, or assistive devices. This first phase will
include more than 925 feet of crushed stone pathway, split
rail fencing, seating benches, a footbridge, a reconstructed
drainage culvert, signage, and a special spot for viewing
the river and its wildlife.
GBLC’s goal is to provide a
gentle and accessible trail along
the river to benefit seniors,
families with small children,
and the community at large, for
generations to come.

GBLC expects to raise
additional funds from the
Massachusetts Department of
Recreation and Conservation
trails program, private
foundations and from the
public. You can become a
trailblazer by donating to
GBLC and this project at www.
GBLand.org.

GBLC plans to maintain the
trail for year-round access
for hiking, snowshoeing, and
birdwatching.

Although GBLC has taken

on the development and
construction of the trail, it

is only possible because of the support of the property
owners along the route: the Great Barrington Youth
Foundation (board members Steven Agar and Ed
McCormick), the Town of Great Barrington (town
planner Chris Rembold, town manager Jennifer Tabakin,
conservation agent Shepley Evans), Dewey Academy
(Carole Bratter, Ed Bratter, and Andrea Nathans),
Monument Valley LLC (Dale Culleton), and the Berkshire
Housing Development Corporation (president Elton
Ogden). Thank you for working with us to bring this trail
project from dream to reality. Il

Industrious volunteers turned out to work on April 29th
for the annual Lake Mansfield Celebration and Spring
Cleanup. For some of us, it was our 15th year of spring
service, for others it was a new way to pitch in and connect
with our lake community. Each year GBLC hosts events
and workdays needed to keep the beach area and forest
trails in tip top shape. This effort is supported through
our work towards long term improvements as members of
the Lake Mansfield Improvement Task Force.

The task force is forging ahead with nearly $400,000
secured this year towards steps outlined in the 2016
Improvement Plan. A Community Preservation Act

grant of $106,400 is being used to complete detailed
engineering of Lake Mansfield Road from the boat launch
north and for an improvement design for the outlet
structure. A $288,925 Department of Environmental
Protection grant has been awarded to Great Barrington to
install stormwater structures needed to capture sediment
on Knob Hill. In addition, State funding is currently being
sought for improvements to the boat launch area. Town
support of a healthy habitat and safe recreation area is
essential to this success.

Your support will also allow GBLC to help fund forest
trail improvements and beach area amenities in 2018. The
next phase of trail improvements will be led by the town
to complete the accessible crushed stone surface of the

loop trail. We are providing $10,000 towards this $25,000
project, to match the $15,000 Community Preservation
Act grant. This support, made possible through a $7,500
grant from Highmark Health and other individual
donations, will improve the accessibility of the much-
enjoyed Lake Mansfield Forest trails. In addition, funding
for diaper changing stations will be provided to further
improve the beach area facilities.

When you swim, or walk or paddle, remember our lake
and forest are powerful sites for environmental education.
Each year we strive to connect community members and
visitors to the natural world. Last summer, guided forest
walks in the Conservation Forest helped Monument
Mountain Regional High School students and kids from
Boston (Youth Enrichment Services) connect with the
natural world.

We believe that Lake Mansfield is essential to our

community and that you are essential to its well-being.
